I. Schedule of Events:

II. Rules:
1. The regatta will be governed by rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing. 

III. Eligibility:
1. The regatta is open to all eligible boats of the following classes: 

Optimist- Green, White, Blue, Red
2. All racers must not have been before July 8, 1996.
3. Fleets: Red, Blue, White, and Green. (The following guidelines are from USODA) White fleet is for skippers who are 10 and under. Blue fleet is for skippers who are 11 or 12. Red fleet is for skippers who are 13, 14, or 15. In all fleets, the determining date is the skipper’s age on the first day of the regatta not the skipper's age at the end of the

current year. Skippers move up to blue fleet on their 11th birthday and red fleet on their 13th birthday. At most regattas, the red, blue, and white fleets all start at the same time and race on the same course.
Green fleet is a special fleet for beginners. Green fleet sailors can be any age up to 15. A green fleet might have skippers who are as young as 6 and as old as 15, but sooner or later they'll move into their age-appropriate fleet. A ten year old green fleeter would move into white fleet, a thirteen year old green fleeter would move into red fleet,

etc.

IV. Designated Adult

1. Each competitor shall indicate in writing a parent or adult representative who shall be responsible for the competitor throughout the event.

2. The designated adult is responsible for the competitor's decision to enter the regatta and to start or continue any race. The adults supervising the competitors are ultimately responsible for the risks. This risk includes ensuring that the competitor wears appropriate clothing.

3. The designated adult will accept full responsibility for all actions of the competitor.
V. Registration:
1. Registration for this regatta can be completed on-line at: 

www.shyc.com
2. Late registration can be completed on the day of the regatta at Stage Harbor Yacht Club.  There is a $10 late registration fee. 
3. All competitors must complete a Medical Form signed by a parent or Guardian. This form must be submitted by check-in time (may be hand-carried). The form is available via the regatta online registration website. 

4. No registration will be considered complete until all required forms and signatures are received. 
5. Coaches/Visitors with boats are requested to check-in with the Spectator and Patrol Boat Registration.
VI. Equipment:
1. All Optimist sailors are required to wear a US Coast Guard (or Canadian Coast Guard) approved PFD with a whistle attached at all times while racing.  All Optimists are subject to their class rules regarding required equipment.
2. Each competitor shall have a bailer secured to his or her boat.

3. All boats shall have a floating painter.

VII. Safety:

1. Competitors shall comply with requests for safety checks on and off the water.

2.  All competitors must comply with the Safety Check-in/out system described in the sailing instructions. When leaving the race course, or returning to the harbor, competitors must notify an official Race Committee boat.

VIII. Scoring:
1. The Low Point Scoring System, Appendix A will apply.  If six or more races have been completed, there will be a throw out.
2. As many races as practical will be started during this regatta, however, in the event that only one race is completed, it shall constitute a series. 

IX. Sailing Instructions:
1. The Regatta Sailing Instructions and courses to be sailed will be available at registration. 

X. Racing Area:
1. The Sailing Instructions will contain specific instructions regarding transit to and from racing areas. These instructions must be followed by all competitors. Failure to follow these instructions will result in protest by the Race Committee and possible disqualification from the entire regatta. 

XI. Prizes:
1. Prizes will be awarded as follows: 

Green Fleet- 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 4th, 5th and participation award for all competitors 
Red, White and Blue Fleets- 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 4th for each fleet 

Sportsmanship Award (for Green Fleet and Championship Line)
